Suggested uses for this series include new
convert classes, growth groups, individual and
group Bible studies, and personal pilgrimage.

the Holy Spirit, and the text engage you in new
growth, new understanding, and new direction.

4. Pray that God will direct you as you search for
guidance in the Bible.

5. Ask another person to include your pilgrimage
on their prayer list, lifting you up before God on a
regular and consistent basis.
